Scope of Responsibilities

This is a paid, part-time position that oversees the education projects and initiatives undertaken by CU Biodiesel. As a director, the student is responsible for providing activities for and overseeing volunteers, developing creative lesson plans, teaching biodiesel workshops/lectures, and raising biofuels awareness in the community. This is an excellent opportunity for anybody wishing to gain entry into the rapidly growing biofuels industry and gain leadership skills as the head of an organization. The initial pay rate is $9.50 per hour, but raises to $10.50 after the first two weeks. There is the opportunity to work about 12-14 hours per week, and on your own schedule.
Specific Duties
